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THE JULY 10TH OPENING, AS HEARD IN
THE KANSAS CITY AREA,

Yes, the evenirg of July 10th will
be remembered, here, fora long time!
It had been forecast, here, that the
band should be pretty good, that ni-
ght. WPDVV, Merriem, Kens., W@RNC,
St. Joseph, Mo., and myself had com-
pared noted, and signed with each
other to look around, At 2130, it
appeared that nothirg wes going to
happen, so I turned off the rig and
went tairs; later, I learned that
Jim, ,quit about the ssme time
and went out, At about 2215, W{ZJEB,
Vince Dewson, called me and said W8s
were comirg in on 2! We made a bee-
lire for the basement, and the first
signal heard was WBWSE, GarfieldEts,,
Ohio! There was considerable QSB, btut
we could read about . Next heard
was W9ZHBworking WYEIP, and we wait-
ed for hir; no answer on our first
call, so we CQ'd to the northeast.
There was WOWFF, a steady S7, call-
ing us from Frankfort, Ill,, just
south of Chicago! By then, it was
getting close to our time to go to
work, since we were on the midnight
to &AM ghift, After signing with WFF,
we heard Alice, WOIXX, Homewood, IL1.,
S-G9 calling us! Her signal was very
steady, and louder than some of the
locel stations, We signed at 2300
with Alice, and regretfully pulled
switches, It was really tough! We
learned, next day, that WEWSE was
hearing us S5 to 6 when we signed
with Alice, but since Mike heard us
say we had to go to work, he didn't
call! A good 700 miles on 2,and I
had to work! (Not only that, but W8
WJC and WBUKS were after you, as
were seversl Illinois stations, W9
NFK included, in spite of a L-elem-
ent indoor antennal - Editor).

All this time, Vince, W(ZJB was
grirding his teeth and sweating be—
canse he couldn't get the 2-meter
rig working! Finally, he got on af-
ter midnight and worked into Illin-
ois and Wisconsin before the band
folded, Later, he found out that W8
WJC had called him, I guess it just
wasn't meant for a record to have
been made from out here, then, It

would have been about 730 miles fram
WEZJE to WBWJIC!

WRNC got home at ebout 0030 and got
the message Vince had left for him,
Stayingon the band, then, until ab-
out 0300, Jim worked the best IX of
anyof us: WECYE at about 570 miles,

WPDVV, Ned, was around during this
time and, after working WPHQA, Des
Moines, he was suddenly surprised to
hear W9s, Ned worked W9ZHE, DXX and
- I believe - WOWFF,

Nothing was heard on Mondsy night,
Julyll, due to a front being across
this area and the air being disturb-
ed by thunderstorms . However, condit-
ions still looked favorable for the
Ohio, Indisna and Illinois area, On
Wednesday night, we found out from
WENFM that the band had been open,
there, to the east on Monday.

Dwight, WBIP, pulled the switches
and went to bed after working WOZHB,
80 never lmew the band was really
open, since it is not umusual for
him to work WOZHB from his location
at Elliot, Iowa. None of the rest of
the Kanses City gang was on,
heving gone to work at 2100, as us-
ual, DDX, by the way, is now up to
19 gtates and 4 VE districts on 6,

Now, to describe propagation con-
ditions on the night of July 10th,
The opening was very definitely tr-
opospheric bending, with the Kansas
area actually outside the super-re-
fractive area on its western side,
This was true of the Washington ar-
ea, only on the eastern side, so
the same setup existed between WOTKL
and the W3s as it did between the
WPs to W8s and W9s. A rather wesek,
high-pressure area existed,with the
cold front, on the leading edge, ly-
ing northeast-southwest thru Chio on
the 1830 mep. On the 0300 map, the
front had moved east, thru Virginia
and right up the New Jersey coast,
Data indicated a super-refractive
layer for Illinois, Indlana, Ohio
and the western part of Pennsylven-
is, Pittsburghdid not report, so no
conclusions could bemade, Nashville,
Tenn,, indicated normel conditions,
all the way thru that area, so stat-
ions, there, were too far away to put

direct signals into it,so it didn't
benefit the Tennessee boys, At least,
I have had no reports of stations who
worked out, Also, as far as I know,
W@DSR, Greenleaf, Kans, , and WAJFE at
Abilene, Kans,, were not heard, so the
Knneas City areamust have been at the
western limit of the opening.

WBJKY and I are going to try L20,
this fall,with converted 64SA's, We
are about 55 miles apart, with rough

W@EMS REPORTS THE JULY 22 OPENING
The two-meter band opening on the
night of July 22-23 waes a thrill to
me, as I have been on the band for
only a few weeks, and had never hsd
a QS0 out of Iowa, Then, £ll in one
night, to work Illinois, Irdiana,
Ohio, Michigan, Pennsylvanis and
Iowa, is about all one could expect!
That was really an unusual opening,
I guees, since it lasted from early
eveninguntil about 3AM on the 273rd.
I learned my lesson on one thing:
have the rig equipped for c.w, If I
had done so, before this opening, I
could have worked WIRUE and WINKM,
for sure. I dié work W3RUE, in that
we were in contact and exchanged re-
ports, but he waen't too sure that
it was he that I waes working, hi!
But, W3QKI was sure!

- Another thrill ceme along, that

night, also, whenI hasrd W8WJC call-
ingme. Ihad heard him, just recent-
ly,and had written to him to notify
him of the fact, but hardly expected
to ever work him! Then, that night,
he answered 3 of my CQs! He told me
that the W3s were on, and, after our
last QS0, around 1:258M, both WIRUE

end W3NKM startedcalling me, What a
thrill! My wife tells me tket she
came down staire for a drink of wa-
ter and heard me, rather incoherent,
yelling into the mike trying to make
up for the lack of modulation which
was low because of r,f., feedback!
Finally, I reached up end cut the B
plus lead from the rig, grabbed the
key from the 20 meter rig and went
onc.w, But, by that time, Pittsburgh
had gone out, Itried a CQ, however,
and was easily pecified to hear W3
QKI celling me, hi!

The rig, here, is a 522, through-
out, converted by , who is also
active on 2. Be on the lookout for
both of us, We have identicsl rigs
and Y-glement beams; expect to have
l6-element beams, soon. I em going
after that record, and if I can find
a night when WEBIP is not on, look
out! WPEEE, BIP and myself are in a
NE-SW line; I'm about 10 miles west
of BEE, and about LD miles east of
W@BIP, The elevationof Adair is abe

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WSDFU REPORTS FROM TULSA, OKLAECMA,

The jackpot was hit on two meters,
here, on Friday, July 15, 1949, W5
DFU at last contacted WHNLZ, Okla-
homa City, at 0650, after months of
trying. This was the first Oklahoma
City-Tulsa contact on 2 meters. Russ
finallyput upa horizontal beam, and
that did it! Never did we have any
luck on verticel.

Thie contact was the direct result
of much effort and help on the part
of WHLGW, Drumright, who kept pluge-
ing at WHNLZ to keep 2 meter inter-
est going,and in getting him to try
horizontal, Needlees, to say, all
further 2-meter work from Oklahoma
City will be on horizontal, Ben and
I are doing a lot of "missionary"
work on horizontal, in these parts.
On Sundsy, July 17, Vince Dawson,
W¢ZJE, called me, long-distance, to
say I was being heard in his area,
very well, So,we set up a schedule,
and an hour later, at 2250, we estab-
lished contact on c.w, This was the
first Oklshome-}Missouri?2 meter con-
tact and, to my best knowledge, the
topIX record reported from Oklahoma
to date., TheTulsa-Gashland distance
is 230 miles, approximately. I was
certainly sold, then and there, on
the advantages of c.w, for 2 meter
IX, as contact on phone was imposs-
ible! We tried it.

After the band folded, I called
Vince, lendline. After mutual con-
gratuletions, we set up a nightly
schedule, at 2130, CST. WJZJB calls
on 1446, the first I minutes; I call
himfor 3 mimutesor. 144,45 Me, 1 al-
80 call CQ at 0555, Monday through
Friday, with the beem at 200, bear-
ing to Kansas City area, This is on
c.w., at 144 45 Me, Fellas, have a
look, down this way!

The WEZJB contact made well worth-
while all the labor put into the g
element beam at WHDFU and also made
the 15 watts input really work,
"Silent ‘Willie" - Bill Bonnell, W5
CVW- was glvena talk, landline, re-
cently! He has been working some FB
IX on Two, but he must have broken
that "VHF News" reporting pen of his!

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THE STATION OF THE MONTH

The VHF News presents W3RUE, a v.h.f.
station that has been active since
1935. Ted Fabian, Pittsburgh, Pa,,
needs very little introduction to ei-
ther the 2or 6 meter gang. He worked
5 meters from 1935 to 1941, and 2}
from 1940 to December 7, 1941, Short-
ly after that date,Ted - like thous-
ande of other smateurs- received the
famous "greetings" from Uncle Sam, and
it wasn't WEBUKS! Landingin the sig-
nal corps, Tedwas sent to the inter-
ior of China, where he served with
the Chinese Combat Command at Kunming,
actingas liason, handling radio com-
munications between theU,S, Army and
the Chinese Army. When 2} meters was
re-opened in November, 1945, Ted was
on occupation duty in Shanghai, He
returned to the states inApril, 1946,
and has been active on two and six
meters, ever since,

The transmitter at W3RUE is comple-
tely homemade, built into a 6-foot
relay rack, It is a combination job
for operation of 6and 2 meters, The
top section consists of a Y1 osc.,
6?.8 tripler, 2E26 doubler, 8298 trip-

ler, and 89B final, It runs 100 w,
input on 2, The second section is a
T21 osc,, 6L6 and RK 4D32, with 100
watts input on Six meters. The two
r.f. sectione use the same modulat-
or and power supplies, which are
switched from one unit to the other
witha ten-pole double-throw switch!
Ted can change bands in six seconds'
A variable crystal oscIllator 1is
used in both sections, with 5 cryst-
als for Six meters, and 9 crystals
for Two meters.

The receiverat W3HUE is a 6J6 pre-
amp into a VHF-152A, For antennas,
Ted uses & 3%-element array on Six,
but two antennas are used on Two.
The horizontal coneists of two 6~
element beams 42ft, . The vert-
icalis ali-element array 45 ft. high,

As of July 15th, W3RUE has 34 sta-
tes, WACA, VE1,2, G2,5,6 on Six Me-
ters, and 13 states, é call sreas,
and VE3 on Two Meters. On Two, W3-
RUE has worked six stations over the
500-mile mark, 51W8s, 9 Wis, 20 Wos,
22 W9s, 1 W1, end many W3s to total
264 stations on 2 meters, Had con-
ditions held for a few more minutes
on the night of July 22, Ted would
have caught W@BIP, who was rolling
in Q5 S4 whenhe was working the 8s!
Ted's in the redio and TV business.
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A TRIP THAT PAID CFF . . .

When vacation time comes along, &
v.h.f. men thinks of visiting well-
known stations, with just a little
fishing thrown in., This is exactly
what the WOEBUs did, thereby miss-
ing out on the first whopper of an
opening we've heardof this year. So
ended the first week of our vacation
on July 16. Guesseveryone knows the
thrills of that first opening!

We decided to visit a few of the
eastern stations, the next week, so
we accepted an invitation to visit
WEWJC and WEEFQ, Jerry and Margaret,
of Everett,O., a L402-mile drive, or
11 hours from Cerpentersville, Ill,
The roadswere perfect, Of great in-
terest were the many TV antennas, of
all kinds, whose direction changed
and outlined the circle of coverage
around each local TV transmitting an-
tenns ,Most of the TV receiving beams
wouldput to shame the arrays of the
v.h.f. gang!

It seems that the men who are most
prominent, withgood signals, are the
most modest in telling the gang what
mekes their signsl stand out! (How
right you are! - Editor.) It surely
ien't because of the high-power on 2
meters, as we used to think, altho!
it helpsa little to have enough r.f,
in the feedline to burn a fellow's
fingers if he becomes careless!

Thereare a great many "good locat-
ione" for v,h.f. work, if the boys
would - and could - just teke advan-
tege of them, The elevation at WBWJC
is very good, 1320 ft.; he also has
a well-engineered antennathat is up
inthe airat least 100 feet. The well
known "bed-spring" type of beam is
used - 4 stacks up and U across -
givinga gain of ebout 16-18 db, What
alot of gathering power that anten-
nehas! Jerry works 200to 40O miles,
nightly, with ease and no puny sig-
nals on the receiving end, His rep-
orts are well-tempered, and an Sk
signsl is readable any place in his
spacious shack which, by the way, is
a building separated from the house.

In it are easy-chairs, a davenport,
and the usual accumulation of radio
gear which only a true ham has the

ability to acquire and to save for
that "sometime" when he might need
it!

Margaret , WEEFQ, has her own trens-
mitter on 10 meters, In the short
time shehas hadher license, she has
worked over 100 countries, giving her
aTXCC certificate. (You should try her
strawberry jam, folks, it's out of
this world'! - Irene)

Jerrynot onlyhas tools, lathes and
drills with whichto make v.h.f, eq-
uipment , he also has plenty of mess-
uring equipment for his hobby and
livlihood., The transmitter uses a
v.f.o.with the usual number of mml-
tipliers,ending upon 144 with an HK
54 drivinga peir of HKSUs which dr-
ivea pair of VI-127As to 600 watts.

We cannot give full justice, in our
description, to the gear at WBWJC-W8
BFQ, their entlmsiasm and pleasure
they share inthis hobby, and the many
contacts they have made on 2 and 10,

Of course,we just had to visit W&
UKS, Sam Harris, Burton, 0., who is
the main competitor of WEWJC for the
States-Worked-On-Two crown,., Sam is
located just 30 miles west of WBWJC,
and the rivalry between the two sta-
tions, altho keen, is completely. fr-
iendlyeven whenboth are gunning for
a new state. WBUKS, the man of many
nemes - "The Beard"; "The 0ld Goat",
and "Yu-Kus" - has also had several

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WE@MNQ REPCRTS FROM KANSAS CITY, MO,
Inthe Kansas City area, on the night
of July 22,1t wasbelieved that con-
ditionswoauld be favorable for extend-
ed range work on 2, that night, and
several stations were on the alert,
having been prompted by WEHQA, Des
Moines, who reported Michiganand In-
diana atations coming through, How-
ever, nothing of importance came in
during the evening, In Iowa, things
were happening, tho'. Dwight, 1
who copped the record, said that he
would probably have not been on the
air, that night, except for the fact
that a visitor saw the beam, and ask-
ed about it. So Dwight turned on the
rig for a demonstration, and heard
the band wide open! In making the
new record, WEBIP gives credit for
an "assist" to WBUKS, whom he had
worked , and who later told him he was
being heard in Pittsburgh and Erie,
Pa, Now, for a description of con-
ditions preveiling on July 22-23,
The situation was similar to those
existant on the evening of July 10,
A high pressure area was centered
over the northern Great Lakes area,
withan old, almost stationary front
extendingin an east-west direction,
south of the path, This extended to
Springfield, Mo., Louisville, Ky.,
Cincinnati, 0,, to just south of
Pittaburgh, and then turned to the
northeast. Again, the areas in which
the two record-setting stations were
involved were not particularly fav-
orable, but the area between those
stations was really hot! The path
extended almos east-west along
the Ulst parallel and, along this
line, the radiosonde o'bservationl
from tha,Jolict, Toledo andPFitte-
burgh were investigated. At Omsha,
a rather weakinversion existed be-
tween 3300 and Y500 feet, with a
rather pronounced molsture-lapse,
At Joliet, a strong inversion exist-

ed between 3800 and 5200 feet, while.

at Toledo & good inversion existed
between 4800and 6300feet, At Pitts-
burgh, although conditions were on-
ly those of a standard atmosphers.
Computations of the refractive index
along the path were not made, due to
incomplete data from Joliet and To-

ledo, The moisture lapse across the
inversions became so great that the
instrument was unable to follow it,
and, therefore, values were not trans-
mitted.
While conditions were similar, in
many resnects, on both omnings of
July 10thand 22nd, I do not consid-
er this su.fflcient proof to advance
another theoryon the propsgation of
two-meter signals., If we can find
similar situationsona few more op-
enings, this year, I believe a new’
approach can be worked out. I would
say — and this statement will be
borne out by many other two-meter
operators - that there is more than
one type of opening, In both of the
instances described, here, even tho
a high-pressure area existed, I do
not belleve that the pressure area
was the primary factor producing the
opening, but it probably would have
to be present when the extended -
range conditions on 2 are produced.
Inasmach as the 2-meter DX record
was shared by so many during the
past month, I wonder if the W¢BIP-
W3 recard will stand uwntil our
next writing'?
